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HOMOSEXUALITY AND THE 

REFORMED CELTIC 
CHURCH

Homosexuality is an extremely difficult 
issue for the Christian Church.  We have 
no definitive answers.  We are limited to 
expressing our views and offering 
pastoral counsel to clergy and parishes.

There are two questions which 
immediately present themselves.  Is 
homosexual orientation a matter of free 
will choice?  And, are homosexual acts 
sinful?

Some scientific evidence exists that a 
predisposition to homosexuality may be 
congenital.  It may be a result of one’s 
D.N.A.  If so, one does not possess the 
free will to be homosexual.  It is not a 
choice.  One cannot help being born 
homosexual no more than one can help 
being born male, female, Caucasian, or 
Asian.

The second question relates to Biblical 
injunctions against homosexual acts.  
The Mosaic purity laws and St. Paul 
proscribe such acts.  But the matter is 
not that simple.

Christians (who by their faith are 
wrapped in the righteous robes of Christ) 
are free from the Mosaic dietary and 
purity laws while still observant of the 
Ten Commandments.  The Decalogue 
does not mention homosexual acts.

St. Paul contradicts himself on the issue.  
On the one hand, he calls it an 
“abomination”.  On the other hand, he 
says that in Christ we are neither male 
nor female.  This would appear to make 
homosexual acts irrelevant.  It should 
also be noted that Christ does not 
mention homosexual acts.

The RCC is not “throwing out the Bible”
nor are we succumbing to the social 
pressures of “political correctness.”  We 
are merely cognizant of the fact that the 
Church is an evolving organism and that 
Her understanding and interpretation of 
Scriptures, likewise, evolves.  We no 
longer stone adulterers, condone slavery, 
burn heretics, or insist that females 
remain silent in church matters.  
Similarly, we should no longer 
discriminate against or ostracize 
homosexuals.  Rather, we should 
unconditionally welcome them into the 
full life of the Church.

We have consulted as Bishops of the 
RCC and we have concluded that given 
both the question of free will and the 



Biblical ambiguity on this subject, 
homosexuality should not be considered 
a sin.  Therefore, no person shall be 
denied access to any of the Sacraments 
or to application for Holy Orders based 
on sexual preference.

The Reformed Celtic will allow same 
gender unions with the caveat that 
monogamy and fidelity are incumbent 
on same gender unions as they are on 
heterosexual unions.  Holy Matrimony is 
a sacramental commitment  Adultery is 
a sin.

It should be understood that the 
Church’s blessing of such a union does 
not necessarily confer legality.  The 
Church’s blessing of any union (Holy 
Matrimony) is a spiritual matter separate 
from the state.  Without a
governmentally issued license the union 
may not have bearing in legal disputes or 
court adjudications.

Finally, the RCC is neither a gay nor a 
straight Church.  It is a Trinitarian 
Universalist church with Celtic traditions.  
We not wish to incur conflicts between 
homosexuals and heterosexuals within 
parishes, congregations, communities or 
ministries.  Heterosexuals must get 
beyond homophobic prejudices.  
Likewise, homosexuals must cease from 
demonizing heterosexuals.  We have to 
transcend “us” and “them”.  In Christ 
there is only us.

RCC JOINS UNITED 
COMMUNITIES OF SPIRIT

By unanimous consent of voting 
members the Reformed Celtic Church 
agreed to join the United Communities 
of Spirit on June 19.

United Communities of Spirit is a global 
interfaith network, linking people of 
diverse faiths and beliefs who want to 
work with others to build a better world. 
The UCS’ aim is to promote awareness 
that all humanity is part of the same 
spiritual family. 

As of June 21, 2008, the UCS has
10,037 group and individual members 
from 107 nations in 278 faith groups
